1. Scheduling events on SP is handled in such manner that the minimum amount of degradation of State Facilities and the minimum infringement by use to the general public and government operation is caused.  The Arizona Department of Administration, Office of Special Events, and Risk Management shall confirm events only after approval.

2. Any such authorization shall include provision to protect the State from costs due to event operations, clean up, or damage repair.  The Property will be inspected at the conclusion of each event.  Any damage incurred as a result of the event will be documented by the Arizona Department of Administration or their designee.  The Department of Administration will then invoice the sponsoring group/organization for payment.

3. The offices of Risk Management and the State Fire Marshall may impose fire and safety restrictions.  

4. Alcoholic beverages are strictly prohibited on State Property.

5. Additional lighting for evening events may be required.  All costs will be the responsibility of the event sponsor(s).

6. Additional security personnel may be required.  All costs will be the responsibility of the event sponsor(s).  Event sponsor(s) must coordinate all security issues through Capitol Police (602)542-0362.

7. All Certificates of Insurance shall be in 15 days prior to the event.  Risk Management reserves the right to require additional insurance based on the type of event being held.

8. The sponsoring organization will have a representative work with the Department of Administration prior to and through the event date.

9. The State of Arizona, Department of Administration, reserves the right at all times to immediately remove or cause to be removed any and all items of display which would damage State Property or inhibit egress or safety issues of the State Property or attendees.

10. The sponsoring organization will be responsible for furnishing all necessary labor, material and equipment.

11. An event is not considered scheduled or approved until the sponsoring organization is notified in writing from the Department of Administration of confirmation of reservation.

12. Any applicant denied use of State Property for reasons other than conflicting dates of events or incomplete application may appeal directly to the Director of the Department of Administration.

6. Traffic control and parking shall be coordinated prior to the event with the event sponsor(s), Capitol Police and Risk Management.

7. All incidents will be reported to Capitol Police and the Department of Administration and investigated for cause and immediate elimination of unsafe conditions.

8. Additional security as determined by Capitol Police and Risk Management may be required for the safety of the attending public.

9. Safety inspections shall be done on all concessions and exhibits prior to the event.

10. Electrical service/lines shall be in accordance with the applicable state and city codes.

11. Fire extinguishers are required at all events where flammable liquids or fireworks are in use.

12. Flammable liquids, fireworks, and compressed gasses shall be controlled and stored in accordance with all applicable state and city standards.

13. Tripping hazards shall be eliminated.

14. Trash/waste disposal shall be required throughout the event.

Such notice shall be sent directly to (State of Arizona Department Representative's Name & Address) and shall be sent by certified mail, return receipt requested.

ACCEPTABILITY OF INSURERS:  Insurance is to be placed with insurers duly licensed or approved unlicensed companies in the state of Arizona and with an “A.M. Best” rating of not less than A VII.  The State of Arizona in no way warrants that the above-required minimum insurer rating is sufficient to protect the Sponsor from potential insurer insolvency.

E.
VERIFICATION OF COVERAGE:  Sponsor(s) shall furnish the State of Arizona with certificates of insurance (ACORD form or equivalent approved by the State of Arizona) as required by this Agreement.  The certificates for each insurance policy are to be signed by a person authorized by that insurer to bind coverage on its behalf.

All certificates and endorsements are to be received and approved by the State of Arizona before work commences.  Each insurance policy required by this Agreement must be in effect at or prior to commencement of work under this Agreement and remain in effect for the duration of the project.  Failure to maintain the insurance policies as required by this Agreement or to provide evidence of renewal is a material breach of contract.


All certificates required by this Agreement shall be sent directly to (State of Arizona Department Representative's Name and Address).  The State of Arizona and Special Event Name and description shall be noted on the certificate of insurance.  The State of Arizona reserves the right to require complete, certified copies of all insurance policies required by this Contract at any time.  DO NOT SEND CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE TO THE STATE OF ARIZONA'S RISK MANAGEMENT SECTION.

VENDORS:  Sponsors’ certificate(s) shall include all Vendors as insureds under its policies or Sponsor(s) shall furnish to the State of Arizona separate certificates and endorsements for each Vendor.  All coverages for Vendors shall be subject to the minimum requirements identified above.

G.
APPROVAL:  Any modification or variation from the insurance requirements in this Agreement shall be made by the Department of Administration, Risk Management Section, whose decision shall be final.  Such action will not require a formal Agreement amendment, but may be made by administrative action.

EXCEPTIONS:  In the event the Sponsor(s) are a public entity, then the Insurance Requirements shall not apply.  Such public entity shall provide a Certificate of Self-insurance.
